12:30-2:00 pm:   KEYNOTE  

Session 1. Understanding the Speech-Understanding Problems of Older Adults by Larry Humes, Ph.D., Professor, Department of Speech and Hearing Sciences, Indiana University.  Dr. Humes has over 140 scholarly publications, 200 presentations, and has served on the editorial boards of several journals in the field. Older adults purchase about two thirds of the hearing aids sold in the U.S. with the primary intent to improve speech communication.  This presentation reviews various factors that contribute to the speech-communication difficulties of older adults, including aided speech communication.  
2:30-4:00 pm: Concurrent Sessions
Session 2. Hearing loss and auditory feedback in young children: Speech production as a measure of functional auditory status by 
Sheila Pratt, Ph.D., Assoc. Professor, University of Pittsburgh, and Researcher, VA Pittsburgh Healthcare System.  Development of auditory feedback is essential for speech production in young children, regardless of hearing status.  This presentation will also discuss the use of speech production as an outcome measure secondary to the fitting of hearing aids and cochlear implants. 
Session 3. Issues in Private Practice Management by
James M. McDonald, Au.D., Sc.D. has been a practicing audiologist since 1975. He received his Doctor of Science degree from Johns Hopkins University, where he is a faculty member in the Audiology and Speech-Language Pathology Division of the School of Medicine. Dr. McDonald is a founder and served as the first president of the Maryland Academy of Audiology. He has served as a board member and Past-President of the Academy of Dispensing Audiologists.  

4:00-5:00 pm: Session 4: PA’s Universal Newborn Hearing Screening Update with Judith Gravel, Ph.D. Dr. Gravel serves as Director of the Center for Childhood Communication at The Children’s Hospital of Philadelphia and currently serves as Chair of the PA Infant Hearing Screening Advisory Committee.  She has been a member of the Joint Committee on Infant Hearing (JCIH) since 1999 and served as the Chair of that committee from 2003 to 2005.  Dr. Gravel's will highlight discuss the new (2007) JCIH Position Statement and how that Statement affects pediatric audiologists, where we are nationally with newborn hearing screening, how Pennsylvania is doing in comparison to national data, and what new state EHDI Programs are being planned.

Session 5: Auditory Steady State Response by Stephen Smith, Au.D., Director of Audiology and Physicians Hearing & Balance Center, Montgomery, AL, Associate Professor, Auburn University and Adjunct Professor, PCO and ASU.   ASSR can help in evaluating pediatric populations or people in whom we cannot obtain behavioral results. ASSR is frequency specific, so we can better fit and assess patients’ hearing sensitivity. This will provide us with better information to accurately provide the correct amplification needs or recommendations regarding cochlear implant candidacy.
11:00-12:30pm: Concurrent Sessions

Session 6:  Everything I needed to know I learned in Hearing Science by Diana Emanuel, Ph.D., Professor and Audiology Graduate Program Director, Towson University. Much of the knowledge base for the study of audiology is introduced in a basic hearing science course, but is frequently forgotten once one leaves the academic world.  This presentation will review some of the basic concepts of hearing science, focusing primarily on acoustics, and how these concepts are applied to current audiological clinical applications.

Session 7: Forensic Audiology: The Expert Witness by
Marc Kramer, Ph.D. is Clinical Assistant Professor of Audiology in Otolaryngology and Professional Associate in the department of Otorhinolaryngology at the New York Presbyterian Hospital – Weill Cornell College of Medicine where he served for 24 years as the Director of the Hearing & Speech service. He has served as a consultant to the legal profession, industry and many governmental entities.  The role of the expert witness is often anxiety provoking to the novice. This course will introduce the audiologist to the form of the judicial process, the role of the expert / litigation consultant and how one might well prepare to deliver expert testimony.

Session 8. Cochlear Implants 

Monita Chatterjee, Ph.D., Professor, University of Maryland. Monita Chatterjee has conducted research into auditory perception with cochlear implants since 1995. She was trained as an electrical engineer, obtained her Ph.D. Jozef J. Zwislocki, and did a post-doc at the House Ear Institute. Present NIH funded research conducted by Dr. Chatterjee includes the processing of complex spectro-temporal patterns by cochlear implant listeners, effects of aging on the perception of spectrally degraded speech, and the perception of speech intonation by children and adults with cochlear implants. 
Session 9. Hands-On Hearing Aids Repairs Part I

Michael Phillips, has been employed with Unitron Hearing for twenty-three years, seventeen of which he has been presenting the repair seminar.  He has authored several video ITE fabrication-training programs.  The seminar provides an opportunity for professionals to gain comprehensive hands-on experience in repairing ITE hearing aids for cerumen-related failures, shell repair and to learn tips and tricks of the trade to increase their patient’s satisfaction.
